Minister Billy Kelleher welcomes €46m funding for Cork roads

Minister for Trade and Commerce, Billy Kelleher, T.D. has welcomed today’s announcement of over €46 million in funding for regional and local roads in Cork city and county for 2010.

The priority of this year’s Regional and Local Roads programme announced by Minister Noel Dempsey is to protect investment and target resources for urgently required repairs due to the recent severe weather.

Minister Kelleher stated: “I welcome Minister Dempsey’s announcement of the Government’s €411 million investment programme in the regional and roads network for 2010 and in particular, the allocation of €42,384,713 for Cork county council and €4,317,050 for the city council area.”

Minister Kelleher said he was glad that priority was being given to urgently needed repairs on roads that had been extensively damaged by the recent bad weather conditions.

With the cost for repairing the damage caused by severe weather events estimated by county councils as €180m, Minister Kelleher has welcomed the decision by the Transport Minister to simplify the grants structure and give more flexibility to local authorities to direct funding to roads in need of urgent repair.
