Carers throughout Cork are to receive their Respite Care Grant this week
according to Cork North Central TD and Minister for State, Billy Kelleher.
The funding of €1,700 will be provided to all carers providing full time
care and attention to an older person or a person with a disability.

“I’m delighted this payment is being provided, it is a token of recognition
towards the very important work that is being done by these carers
throughout Cork and the rest of the country,” said Minister Kelleher.
“Tens of thousands of carers provide invaluable support to our older people
and to people with disabilities and it is important that their contribution
is appreciated.”

“The grant is paid automatically to carers in receipt of schemes such as
the Carer’s Allowance, the Carer’s Benefit or the Domiciliary Care
Allowance. Even if you do not receive these payments, you are still
entitled to apply for this payment if you are providing full time care.
Additionally, people who care for more than one person may apply for the
full €1,700 for each person in their care.”

“If any carers have any questions about the scheme or who are having
difficult accessing their payments I would be happy to help them, please
feel free to contact my office for assistance.”

“This is a great scheme that has been on the go since 1999 and has made a
contribution to many carers in that time. I hope that many people from
throughout Cork will continue to benefit from it,” Minister Kelleher
concluded.
